the Inter- Tribal Council of the Five Civilized Tribesis an organizetion which
unitesthe triba governments of the Cherokee, Chickasaw, Choctaw, Muscogee
(Creek), and Seminole Nations, representing over 300,000 Indian people
throughout the United States, and

WHEREAS,
currently Indian tribes and Indian Triba Organizations located in Sates digibleto
recaive funds under section 427 of the Socid Security Act may certify digibility
for funds under section 427. States recaive these funds, and it is from the state's
share that section 428 of the Act specifies that direct payments to Indian tribes
and Indian Triba Organizations shall be deemed to be a part of the alotment of
the gtate in which the Indian tribe or Indian Triba Organization is located;

WHEREAS,
in the proposed Wefare Reform Bill the Congress did not set aside monies for
Indian tribes and Indian Triba Organizations to operate child welfare programs,

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED,
That the Inter-Triba Council of the Five Civilized Tribes recommends Congress
to st aside fundsfor Indian Tribes to operate child welfare programs,;

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED,
the Inter- Triba Council of the Five Civilized Tribes recommends the U.S.
Congress to set asde moniesto provide Indian tribes the funds currently received
from Title IV-B and to use the formula developed by DHHS to figure triba
dlocations.
