WHEREAS,
the Inter-Triba Coundil of the Five Civilized Tribesis the collective voice for Al
Indian students, and their parents/'guardians within our respective jurisdictiona
boundaries; and

WHEREAS,
the Inter- Triba Council of the Five Civilized Tribes declares that the academic,
menta, socid, spiritud and physical well being of our American Indian sudents
are of our highest priority, and

WHEREAS,
It isconsgdered crucid and essentid to now improve, secure, preserve, and obtain
relaively more competent, expeditious services and coordination at the Oklahoma
Area Education Office to ensure ongoing technica servicesto al tribes; and

WHEREAS,
It isconsdered crucial and advantageous to restore and retain the services of Mr.
Jmmy Baker no later than March 1, 1998, relative to MR. Baker’ swillingness
and avallahility per his current |PA and any necessary revisons of it that may be
required.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED,
That the Inter-Triba Council of the Five Civilized requests the immediate
replacement of the current Bureau of Indian Affairs, Oklahoma Area Education
Office line officer position with Mr. Jmmy Baker because of his proven history of
very satisfactory service, to better serve the education programs and grants officer
functions for the tribes.
